I am interested in utilizing traditional and non-traditional art materials/concepts as exploratory 
tools that allow students to learn and discover new ways to see and think about concepts and 
boundaries associated with materials and definitions of “Art”. 


Students will develop new relationships with materials by cultivating problem solving skills, and 
develop/expand perceptions regarding what they can do/say with visual language.


The benefits of using art to problem solve engages the whole brain, in the creative experience 
and carries over to and enriches the student’s traditional academic studies.

Students exercise communication skills verbally, and tangibly, through planning and 


construction phases. Students are encouraged to share information about what worked 


and what did not work in the process, as well as what they might do differently. The art 


experience utilizes the whole brain and enriches the student's comprehensive 



educational experience. 


Example A: Hands on experimentation/familiarization with clay to understand the 

properties of the medium. Create a sampler of form/construction techniques. Project enables 
students to further develop research methods as they utilize information-gathering skills to define 
non-traditional use of the clay, such as functioning hinge, or non-functioning shoe…etc  


Example B: Hands on experimentation/familiarization with cardboard to explore possibilities and 
properties of the medium. Students utilize basic math skills to make patterns they will use to 
create a sampler of form/construction techniques to refer to during the project construction 
process. Basic guidelines are given that 
allow students to determine the shape and dimensions 
of their round, non-functioning form. This could be tailored to be individual works or small group 
project. Final piece is the assemblage of all cardboard forms into a communal installation.
