Welcome to the 2011-2012 school year!  With the excitement of school starting and new adventures ahead, we understand good nutrition plays an important role in our lives.  We look forward to providing healthy meals as part of your child(ren)’s positive school experience.
NANA Management Services will continue to work in collaboration with the District to prepare school breakfast and lunch that meet the requirements of the National School Breakfast and Lunch Programs and appeal to students and staff.  Participants in the school breakfast program are offered a hot or cold breakfast entrée, fruit and milk each day.  Participants in the school lunch program choose from two lunch entrees, fruit and vegetable offerings at a salad bar, and milk.  For both breakfast and lunch, the students may choose only one entrée along with the other items offered.
NOTE:  As part of the National School Breakfast Program, NANA Management Services offers breakfast at the following schools:  Harborview, Mendenhall River, and the Juneau Community Charter Elementary Schools, along with Dzantik’i Heeni Middle School plus Juneau-Douglas, Thunder Mountain, and Yaakoosge’ Daakahidi High Schools.  Contact your school directly or our office for details about the breakfast programs available.
To help speed up the meal service lines, please assist your child in memorizing their breakfast/lunch id number and pre-pay.  NANA prepares meals based on past participation and does not require the District to order meals in advance therefore it is not necessary to pre-order.  Because of this, your family can rest assured that your child(ren) have the opportunity and convenience of participating in the breakfast and/or lunch program at the last minute.  Breakfast, which includes a milk is only $1.75; lunch, which also includes a milk, is only $3.25 – please see your food service staff for payment arrangements.  Payments will be posted to your child’s account and deductions will only be made when he/she receives a meal.
Please visit our website at www.juneauschools.org to view menus, nutritional resource links, newsletters, payment policies, complete a feedback survey, and access printable meal benefit applications.  Menus are also available on the TV Channel 6 scanner and announced each day on KINY 800 Radio.

For the convenience of families who might qualify, complete this application and return it to a District school or the Food Services Office at Glacier Valley Elementary School, Module #2.  Applications are handled in a confidential manner.
