ART FORM(s)) and AGE OF STUDENTS you are interested in working with
	Photography and digital storytelling. I would like to use visual media, primarily photography (image capture and digital editing) as an early literacy tool. One of the projects I would like to share with children is the use of photography as illustration in constructing their own autobiographies. I would like to teach basic equipment handling skills and basic photography techniques. I would like to work with students in pre-K through 2nd grade.
Photography is an excellent way to teach the concept of self in relation to community. It can also be used in a variety of other subjects including math, science, physical education and social studies. I would be happy to tailor lesson plans to fit within a specific subject or curriculum.

What themes, concepts, experiences do you want to share with students?
